1) importance of the project to the resource:  The project will restore a degraded headwater tributary system to Big Run of the North Fork South Branch Potomac River. 
2) the problem and the cause of the problem:  The headwater tributary system lies within a U.S. Forest Service grazing allotment.  Unrestricted livestock access 6-8 months per year has contributed to eroding streambanks, braided channels, and direct input of pollutants.

3) objective(s) of the project with reference to the problem:  1. To restrict livestock access, 2. provide alternative livestock water,  and 3. restore riparian vegetation. 
4) methods applied to accomplish objective(s).  1.  Construct 14,500 feet of 8-strand high-tensile non-electric fence @ $3.00/foot = $43,500;  2. Construct one rock-armored cattle access ramp and two spring developments with troughs ($3500); Construct five rock-armored stream crossings ($10,000); and 3. Plant willow stakes and seedlings in riparian area ($2000).  TOTAL $59,000.
Anticipated Accomplishment:  38 acres of riparian habitat, 10200 feet of perennial streambank and 4,200 feet of intermittent streambank.
Estimated Date of Completion:  All projects must be completed by September 30, 2006.
