Reintroduction of Native Brook Trout into Indian Flats Prong, Great Smoky Mountains NP
This joint project of the Dale Hollow FWMAO, National Park Service, Trout and Salmon Foundation, Tennessee Wildlife Resources Agency, Trout Unlimited, Friends of the Smokies, and the Federation of Fly Fishers will restore Southern Appalachian brook trout to 1.5 miles of Indian Flats Prong within the Great Smoky Mountains National Park.  Once hybrid brook trout (Southern x Northern) are removed from Indian Flats Prong, Southern-strain brook trout will be transplanted from upper Lynn Camp Prong.  Backpack electrofishing techniques will be used to collect these fish.  The brook trout will be placed in aerated backpacks and taken to Indian Flats Prong and released.  A monitoring plan will be implemented in 2007 to evaluate the survival and expansion of this population. Once this population reaches the carrying capacity of the stream and is stabilized, it will serve as one of the source stocks for Lynn Camp Prong when the remaining 6.7 miles of that stream is restored for Southern Appalachian brook trout.
